1. The pettioner has received a report as defined by R.C. 5101.61(A) and (B) concerning
Evelyn Schwartz, whose datc of birth is Aprj 916 (age 92) and whose address is
1143 Genesee Ave,, Mayficld Heights, Ohio as set forth in the affidavit of Social
Worker Pauline Rice, attached to this Petition as Exhibit A. Ms. Schwartz is the owner
of the house. (Exh. B), Petitioner submits that Ms. Schwartz is an adult, age sixty (60) or
over who resides in an independent living arrangement as delined in 5101 H0313),

2. The reterral made on March 2, 2000 allcges neglect and abuse. The APS mvestigation
also revealed concerns about financial exploitation.

3. Ms. Schwartz’s live-in carcgiver is a non-relative named Dean Murinpietri, age 57.
Dean Marinpietri claims to be Ms. Schwartz’s nephew. APS was informed that Dean

Marinpietri was a handyman who became close to Ms. Schwartz.
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4. Social Worker Pauline Rice attempted 10 sce Ms. Schwartz in her home on March 2,

2009. When she arrived, Ms. Schwartz’s caregiver was in the driveway. Upon secing
Ms. Rice, he went inside the house and would not answer the door or phone.

2. Ms. Rice contacted the Mayfield Heights Police Department for assistance. Ms. Rice
was advised by Detective Sonnhalter that Mr. Marinpietri was well known to the
Mayfield Heights Police Department, that he was very intimidating and that she should
not go out to the house alonc due to his behavior and attitude,

6. Mayfeld Heights sent two zome cars back to the house with Ms. Rice. When they
arrived, there was a note on the door from the caregiver with his phone number saying
he went to the store and to call him if we wanted to reach him. When Ms, Rice called
the number, she left a voicemail as there was no answer.

7. Mr. Marinpietri called Ms. Rice back. He stated that he was sick of people trying to
imterfere with him providing care to Ms, Schwartz. He began velling that he did not
want AP or the police in his house and that he “had something for them™ if they kept
bothering him. He stated that he was in control and no one was going to tell him what 1o
do.

8. Mr. Marinpietri then said that Ms. Rice could come out to the -houge alone, without
police. She told him that she had been advised by the police not to go 1o the house alone
due to his explosive temper.

9. On March 3, 2009, Dean Marinpiete; left Ms. Rice a voicemail and suid that Ms.
Schwarlz did not want APS in the house and that she had consulted with her attorney,
He said he would only allow APS ta come into the home with a signed warrant.

0. While the discharge from ManorCare was not against medical advice, the relcrent

reports that Dean Marinpietri is refusing home care services for Ms, Schwartz,
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11, Upon Ms. Schwartz’s discharge from ManorCare, Dean Marinpietri did not stop at the
desk for discharge instructions,

12. Tt has been reported that Dean Marinpictri yelled at Ms. Schwartz and the ManorCare
staff while she was a patient there.

13. A report was filed with the Mayfield Heights Police Department because Dean
Marinpietri was sexually inappropriate with an autistic resident of the facility.

14. Ms. Schwartz suffers from multiple maladies including osteoarthritis and diabetes. In
addition, she exhibits forgetfulness, has an unsteady gait and is at risk of falls.

15. Ms. Schwartz 1s on numerous medications (See Exh. ) and cannot provide for her own
care and protection. She needs assistance with her Activities of Daily Living and
Instrumental Activities of Daily Living,

16. Dean Marinpietri was convicled of two counts of receiving stolen property and
aggravated burglary on June 30, 1987 in State v. Mannpietri, CR-86-212188.7A
{Cuyahoga County) and sentenced to six Lo twenty-five years in prison. (Fxh, D)

I'7. Dean Marinpietri was convicted of receiving stolen property on June 30, 1987 in State v
Marinpietri, CR-86-212320-ZA (Cuyahoga County) and he was sentenced to one year in
prison. (Exh. E) , )

18. Dean Marinpietri was charged with rape in the lLyndhurst Municipal Court on January 2,
2008. The charge was dismissed without prejudice. (Exh. )

19, Dean Marinpietri is suspected of financial exploitation of Ms. Schwartz., Numerous
checks totaling over $11,205.00 have heen written from M. Schwartz's account as
“reimbursements™ to Dean Marinpietri. (See Exh, F)

20. Dean Marinpictri has forbidden Ms. Schwartz's sister-in-law Eleanor Uhlir from visiting

her, Ms. Schwartz has no children and no other close family members.
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21. The Mayficld Heights Police are involved in this investigation.

22. R.C. 5101.62 requires that APS shall investigate all referrals and shall evaluate the need
for provision of protective services.

23. Buch investigation, as set [orth in R.C. 5101.62, “shall include a face-to-face visit with
the adult who is the subject of the report, preferably n the adult’s residence *#*.” Upon
completion of the investigation, the Department shall determine from its findings
whether or not the adult who 1s the subject of the report is in need of protective services.

24 R.C. 5101.63 provides a legal procedure to assure that a county department of job and
family services can obtain access to the residence of an adult in the course of an
investigation pursuant to R.C. 5101.62 if there i3 reasonable cause to believe that the
adult is abused, neglected or exploited:

I, during the course of an investigation conducted under section
5101.62 of the Revised (lode, any person. including the adult who is

residence of the adult, the county department of job and familv services
may fil¢ a petition In gourt for a temporary restraiping order to prevent
the interference or obstruction. The court shall issue a temporary
restraining order to prevent the interference or obstruction it it finds
there is reasonable cause to believe that the adult is being or has been
abused, negleeted, or exploited and access to the person's residence has
been denied or obstructed. Such a [inding is prima-facie evidence that

.. immediate and irreparable injury, loss, or damage. will result, so that
notice 1s not required. After obtaining an order restraining the
obstruction of or interference with the access of the protective services
representative, the representative may be accompanied to the residence
by a peace officer.

(Emphasis added.)
25, APS submits that withoul an access order pursuant to R.C. 5101.63 it will be unable o
carry out ils statutory duty o complete its investigation, APS further submits that the
conditions precedent for issuance of an access order pursuant to R.C.5]01.63 have been

met.
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WHEREFORE, Petitioner respectfully requests the following:

A. That the Court find that there is reasonable cause 10 believe that the Adult,

Evelyn Schwartz is being neglected, abused and exploited and that access to
Ms. Schwartz’s residence has been denied or obstructed; and

That the Court issue a temporary restraining order directed to Evelyn Schwartz
and Dean Marinpietri to prevent interference or obstruction with APS’s
investigation and in particular, to prevent interference or obstruction with
APS's access, through its Social Worker(s), to Evelyn Schwartz and her
residence for the purposc of a home visit to survey the conditions of the living
areas of the home, such as the kitchen, bath, and sleeping quarters, and to bring
with them a medical provider for the purposes of evaluating Ms. Beasley’s

medical and mental status; and

. That APS, through its Social Worker(s), may at its discretion, be accompanied

to the residence by a peace officer pursuant to R.C. 5101.63 and that such
peace officer, 1f necessary, shall be permitted to enter Ms. SBchwariz’s

residence so that the APS Secial Worker(s) and accompanying medical

. provider can camplete their investigation.
